Course Description 

 This course is an integrated learning experience which will allow students to develop the knowledge, skills, and attitudes essential to care for patients in the field of Orthopedic and trauma surgery effectively, efficiently, and humanely. Students will have the chance to understand the pathophysiology and clinical manifestation of musculoskeletal diseases in addition to put differential diagnosis and share in putting management plan.
Course Objectives
  By the end of this course, the students will demonstrate the foundation of knowledge of medical conditions involving the upper extremities, lower extremities and back necessary for the practice of Orthopedic from the perspective of the primary care physician. In addition, the students will demonstrate the skills necessary to perform a thorough musculoskeletal examination and exposed to management of related diseases.

Intended Learning Outcomes (ILOs):

A. Knowledge & Understanding :

By the end of this course the students are expected to:

1. Demonstrate a focused history and physical examination for patients presenting with common musculoskeletal symptoms and good knowledge of basic and clinically oriented anatomy
2. Develop a differential diagnosis and management plan.

3. Demonstrate the ability to rapidly recognize emergencies that require immediate referral to an Orthopedic doctor.
4. Develop plans for investigations (diagnostic imaging and laboratory investigations ) 
5. Demonstrate the ability to evaluate and manage common Orthopedic problems presenting to the primary care physician

B. Intellectual Skills:

1. Apply the knowledge of musculoskeletal anatomy and physiology to differentiate normal from abnormal.
2. Analyze the clinical picture of each musculoskeletal disease.
3.  Appreciate team work in clinical practices.

4. Specify the causative agents and risk factors for each disease.

5. Predict the prognosis for each disease.
